What causes septic beds to fail? From the time a septic
system goes into operation, a biomat layer starts to form on
the bottom and sides of the drainage trenches. This biomat
layer gets thicker and thicker over time, clogging the tiles, until
the water will no longer be able to escape into the surrounding
soil. The water then breaks out onto your yard or backs up in
the tank—or worse, into your house. Our patented system
corrects this problem by adding oxygen which supports the
bacteria which breaks down the biomat.
